1982 — 1997
PA urbanized nearly four acres of land for every new resident — more

than any other state but Wyoming.

PA ranked 12th in the nation for growth in developed land (+47%), but
45th for population growth (2.5%).

Lack of affordable housing — Centre Co.

Shift from manufacturing to service sector
businesses

Loss of jobs in smaller communities
Need workforce training & re-training

Brownfield sites — need to get them shovel-
ready, need state assistance

* Lack of developer incentives to invest Iin
