Lack of affordable housing — Centre Co.

Shift from manufacturing to service sector
businesses

Loss of jobs in smaller communities
Need workforce training & re-training

Brownfield sites — need to get them shovel-
ready, need state assistance

* Lack of developer incentives to invest Iin

A. Create aregional plan identifying areas designat  ed for development,
redevelopment, conservation and preservation.

B. Implement effective land use planning in thisre  gion.

C. Revitalize, reinvest, maintain, restore, and imp  rove existing communities
through economic development and the preservation o f natural, historic,
cultural, recreational and open space resources.

D. Develop a broad, regional educational outreach a  bout economic
development, land use, and transportation for stude nts, general citizenry,
municipalities, and legislators. Raise awareness, define avenues to get
iInvolved, and stress the need to be involved.

E. Encourage comprehensive regionalization of servi ces.

F. Capitalize on the location of institutions and | ndustry clusters in our core
communities by providing for their growth, expansio n, and modernization
as a strategy for strengthening the local economy.
